Re-enactor, and Disabled Vehicle Parking

Absolutely No live ammunition is permitted on the property. All weapons will be checked before 

event opens to the public. Please see event co-ordinators for weapons check locations and time. 

Under 18s are not permitted to carry realistic imitation firearms at any time.  No weapons of any 

type to be taken outside of the event arena.  Axis re-enactors who wish to leave the arena and go 

e.g. into the town are requested to do so in civilian clothing.
